VMware Certified Design Expert
VMware’s expert-level certification. Aimed at IT professionals in architect-level;                        

roles who design, build,  and manage VMware solutions. 
 Learners can only earn their VCDX through submitting and successfully defending a 

production-ready VMware Solution before a panel of veteran VCDX holders.
